Brookfield Rail and CBH have been negotiating a new long term contract for some time with the current 

track access agreement expiring on April 30th. As no agreement had been reached by midnight on 30th 

CBH no longer had access to Brookfield Rail system and all services were suspended with all CBH wagons 

and locomotives stabled. Negotiations continued throughout the day and another temporary extension till 

December 31st was achieved with Watco/CBH trains resuming on 2nd. On going negotiations continue 

between CBH and Brookfield to come to a long term access agreement. DAZ1901 hauled new B series EMU 

set 106 from old workshops to Midland Station May 1st delivering it to PTA/Transperth for commissioning. 

With MRL locomotives being taken to Melbourne for attention NR and MRL locomotives continue to run 

together on Polaris ore trains. Ten new BHPBIO SD70ACe locomotives 4478 thru 4487 were unloaded from 

heavy lift ship MV Happy Dragon at PHPA2 Port Hedland over May 4th and 5th with them being hauled by 

road to Nelson Point for commissioning.  With the arrival of further new SD70ACes steady withdrawal of 

Goninan/GE CM40-8Ms continues. Scrapping of redundant wagons continues at Forrestfield.
